7. Action taken to implement and review school strategies and policies
Revision and amendments made to school strategies and policies has been ongoing and reported to parents in newsletters/via the texting service.

8. Summary of changes to school prospectus since publication

9. Curriculum Statement
At Deri Primary School, we aim to provide each child with opportunities to develop socially, emotionally, physically, spiritually and intellectually.  It is our aim to provide a broad, balanced exciting and stimulating curriculum, providing the highest quality teaching and learning experiences for all children.  We aim to meet the statutory requirements of Foundation Phase Framework and the National Curriculum and, more importantly, ensure that we do what is right for the learners in our care.  

The school endeavours to identify as early as possible children requiring SEN support and implements the code of practice in identifying and assessing special education needs.
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The school has a special needs policy which is available upon request.  The school is in regular contact with the LEA through various inclusion services, e.g. psychology behaviour support.  These services allow us to discuss problems encountered with individual children, and enable us to develop individual learning programmes.

10. Language category of the school
Deri Primary is an English medium school.
11. Use of Welsh Language
At Deri Primary School, we aim to create an atmosphere within the school

conducive to the learning of Welsh, we give the language a prominent place around 

the school and by using the Welsh language in assemblies, concerts, projects and 

whenever possible during the school day. Structured Welsh lessons develop skills in 

oracy, reading and writing.

12. Toilet Facilities and cleaning arrangements
Deri Primary School has three separate toilet areas for pupils.  One for the Nursery/Reception (mixed) and Y1-Y6 girls, one for the Y1-Y6 boys and for one pupils who are disabled or who need assistance with toileting.
The school employs a full time caretaker/cleaner who cleans the facilities daily.
The Local Authority undertakes regular ‘spot checks’ to ensure that the toilet facilities meet regulations.

13. Healthy Eating and Drinking
The school complies with the Healthy Eating in Schools Measure 2009 and the Healthy Eating in Schools Regulations 2013.  School lunch provision is provided by the in-house provider, Caerphilly Catering who are fully compliant.

Deri Primary has achieved Phase 5 of the Healthy School Scheme, and is working towards Phase 6 and actively promotes healthy eating and drinking e.g. healthy snacks at lunchtime, stickers for healthy lunchboxes.  We encourage pupils to bring in water bottles daily and drinking water is available.  The school takes reasonable steps to ensure that every pupil who is entitled to receive free schools lunches and free school milk receives them.
